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OUR HERITAGE OF HEALTH.

Tar saying that “man is born to
trouble, as the sparks fily upward," seems
to be generally accepted as deciding the
common lot of mankind. In matters of
health and disease most people are fatal-
ists ; and although they are not always
resigned when illness is their portion,
they accept it as inevitable, and even
when by ‘‘good fortune " they are well,
their gladness is tempered by dread of
what the future may bring. For to the
minde of the majority of mankind disease
is & mysterious monster lying in wait to
seize defenceless mortals. * The pestilence
that walketh in darkness'' is & terror to
old and young: and whether they are
olaimed as its prey, or for a time escape
its clutches, is regarded as a matter either
of chance or of ¢ Providence.” That
people have the power of choice as to
whether they will be well or ill, and can
to a great extent, if not wholly, determine
their own condition, is searcely dreamed
of, and to assert such a thing is thought to
border on infidelity.

But Eliphaz the Temanite, whose re-
mark concerning man’s birthright bhas
doubtless given rise to the idea that ** the
flesh is heir to ' all sorts of ills, is not to
be quoted as an authority; for he was a
* miserable comforter,” and God declared
that he and his two companions had not
spoken the thing that was right; and
therefore we need have no fear of a charge
of heresy on that score when we assert
that man's rightful heritage is health and
long life, and that disease is always the
result of either ignorantly or wilfully
squandering his substance.

While it is undoubtedly true that many
do not prize life highly enough to guard

it, it is certain that some who now feel
that they must ** take things as they come,”
would not lightly let life slip away from
them if they knew that they had the right
and power to hold it. The object of this
series of articles is to show that living by
faith is practical, applying to the body as
well as to the soul, and this first article is
to make it plain that there iz a common
treasury of life with abundance for all.

There is ““one God and Father of all,
who is above all, and through all, and in
all.” He * giveth to all life, and breath,
and all things." “In Him we live, and
move, and have our being," *for we are
also His offspring,” and not only we, but
the very mountains were ‘‘ brought forth "
from His being. *“©Of Him, and to Him,
and through Him, are all things,” for He
is ““ the Fountain of life;" and thus it is
true, as has been said, that *“ through all
created things thrills one pulse of life from
the great heart of God.”

The word of Inspiration is, * The Spirit
of God hath made me, and the breath of
the Almighty hath given me life.”” By
the Spirit of life from God all men are
unmistakably stamped as His sons. It
was to heathen men that the apostle Paul
was speaking when he declared that we
are His offapring. That all men are by
birth sons of God, is evident from the
genealogy of Christ in the third chapter
of Luke. There Jesus is shown to be the ’l
Son of God through Adam, our common
ancestor, ‘‘ And if children, then heirs ;

A WHOLE MAN.

L us bear in mind that we are study-
ing “ the Gospel of health.” This phrase,
like many others in common use, is very
faintly understood by most people, and
fully comprehended by none, It is our
business to study the thing itself so
thoroughly that the name will have a vital
meaning to us.

A healthy man is a whole man, Itisan
ensy matter, when one's attenfion is
ealled to it, to see the connection between
the words ‘ heal," ‘“hale,” and * whole."”
All are from a gingle Saxon roof, iél, mean-
ing * whole."” This is still ths word for
‘“whole " in the Seandinavian languages,
and from it comes the word ' holy." In
the Danish the identity is very apparent,
for hel, whole, by & little addition becomes
hellig, holy. A holy man is simply &

whole man, a man as complete and perfect
as Adam was when “ God saw everything
that He bad made, and, behold, it was very
good."" The fact that holiness has sny
conneetion with the body has been almost
lost sight of, the popular idea being
generally that ““ saints "' were always men
with feshle bodies. This false ides is a
legacy from the Middle Ages, when most
of the so-called saints were characterised
by repugnence to cleanliness, and ill-
treatment of the body. No charge is
brought against the piety of those mis-
guided men, and it is not denied that many
most devoted Christian men and women
huve been physical wrecks ; but it should
nevertheless be understood that this is not
the Scripture presentation of holiness ; for
we read, ' Beloved, I wish above all things
that thou mayest prosper and be in health,
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even as thy soul prospereth ;' and, * The
very God of penca sanctify you wholly;
and I pray God your whole spirit and soul
and body be preserved blameless unto the
coming of our Lord Jesus Christ."

With the popular coneeption of the holy
man as a pale-faced, stoop shouldered,
weak-limbed, hollow-chested person, con-
traat such Bible heroes as Ab abam at the
age of a hundred years, running nimbly to
wait upon his unexpected guests ; Moses,
beginning his life-work sb the age of sighty,
when most men consider theirs finished, if
they chance even to be alive, and after
forty years of such wearing labour as no
modern gtatesman ever knew, laying it
down with undimmed eye and unabated
vigour; and the prophet Elijab, after a
long jowney, followed by a most trying
ordeal, running abead of the chariot of
Ahab fleging from a coming storm.

That wholeness and holiness are in the
highest sensa identical, is svident from the
life-work of Jesus of Nazareth. Iis name
means, ** Saviour,” and He was so named
because His work was, as it still is, to
“gave His people from their sins.” He
Himself declared that His mission was
“ that the world through Him might be
saved ;" yet at the very outset of His
career He ‘“ went about all Galilee, teach-
ing in their synagogues, and preaching the
Gospel of the kingdom, and (healing all
manner of sickness and all manner of
disease among the people ;i and as He
began, so He continued. He ' went about
doing good, and healing fall that were
oppressed of the devil; for God was
with Him." Jesus was pre-eminently a
physician ; His first work ‘seems nearly
always to bave heen to heal men's bodies ;
and the record of His miracles of hesling is
the most prominent feature’of the Gospels,

These things hould teach us that true
holiness includes health of hody. In this
connection it should be noted that the
words of Jesus;, ' Thy faith hath saved
thee ; go in peace,” spoken to the woman
who was nstorious’' as "a sinuer, and fo

whom He had just said, ** Thy sins are
forgiven,"” are identical with the words
which He addressed to the poor woman
who ‘“had spentall her living on physicians,
neither could be henled of any.” To this
one, who, like the other, touched Him, He
said, ** Thy faith hath made thee whole ;
go in pesce,” The words, ** mads whole "
and ““saved " are from n single word in
the Greek.,

How little Christ's mission to earth, and
the full meaning of His Gospel, is compre-
hended even to-day! Yet how obvious it
is from the Seripture record, that the for-
giveness of sins involves the healing of the
body, and is accomplished by the same
power. This is vividly presented in the
case of the palsied man, to whom Jesus
fivet said, * Thy sins be forgiven thee ;'
and then, to make it evident that He had
power on earth to forgive sins, He caused
Him to rise and walk. The rising and
walking by the palsied man was a visible
evidence of the forgiveness of his siua,

Linstly, for the present, we have the
promise of God to ancient Isrnel, that if
they hearkened diligently to the voice of
the Lord, to do that which was right, He
would take disease away from them (Ex.
xv. 26; xxiil, 25), proclaiming Himself
their Healer; and this exhortation and
promise, which all would do well to heed :
“My son, attend to My words; incline
thine ear unto My sayings. Let them not
depurt from thine eyes; keep them in the
midst of thine heart. For they are life
unto those that find them, and health
|medicine] to all their flash,"
