12, BecaME FrLEsH 1O Bear Our Sins anp Repeem.—The next
logical step is set forth in section 5 (“God Manifest in the Flesh”).
Waggoner quotes John 1:14 as affirming that in the Incarnation “Christ
was both God and man. Originally only Divine, He took upon Him-
self human nature.” (P. 24.) He lived on earth as a “mortal” man—
capable of dying—having taken the form of a servant, yet all the while
“having all the attributes of God, being the Ruler of the universe, and
the One whom all Heaven delighted to honor.”

Divesting Himself of these powers, He “took upon Himself the
nature of man, in order that He might redeem him.” (P. 25.) To
accomplish this He became obedient “even to the death of the cross.”
The transcendence of it all is an unfathomable truth, beyond the
“human understanding” of “finite minds.” (P. 26.)

As to His humanity, Christ came in the “likeness of sinful flesh”
(Rom. 8:8, 4). God “laid on Him the iniquity of us all.” He “took”
all the “weaknesses” of man, and “suffered all the infirmities” of ma
(Pp. 26, 27.) More than that, he was actually “made”—vicariously—
to “be sin for us,” that we “might be made the righteousness of God in
him” (2 Cor. 5:21). On this Waggoner comments:

“Here is the same mystery as that the Son of God should die. The spotless
Lamb of God, who knew no sin, was made to be sin. Sinless, yet not only
counted as a sinner, but actually taking upon Himself sinful nature. He

[sic] was made to be sin in order that we [sic] might be made righteousness.”
(Pp. 27, 28)

had appeared, unchallenged, in the standard Bible Readings for the
Home Circle. It was in the section on “A Sinless Life.” Apparently it
was first written in by W, A, Colcord,* in 1914. It likewise involved one
of those questions upon which there had been variance of view through
the years. Colcord had declared that during His incarnate earthly life
. Christ “partookt of our sinful, fallen nature” (p. 174).

This was another of those issues upon which there had been def-
initely divided opinion, although the witness of the Spirit of Prophecy
was most explicit thereon. But no general position-stand had been taken,
and the involvements of the note had not been brought to issue, It
had not been considered of sufficient import to be touched upon in our
statement of “Fundamental Beliefs” of 1931.

Latitude had therefore been the accepted attitude on the question.
As a result, Adventists had long been censured by theologians not of
our faith for tolerating this erroneous minority position, and this par-
ticular printed statement.

in the Bible concerning the naturc ot Christ, let
him remember that it would be impossible to ex-
press it in terms that would cnable finite minds to
grasp it fully.  Just as the grafting of the Gentiles
into the stock of Isracl s contrary to naturc, so
much of the Divine cconomy is a paradox t
human understanding.

Other scriptures that we will quote bring closer
to us the fact of the humanity of Christ, and what it
means for us. Wc have alrcady read that “the
Word was made flesh,” and now we will read what
Paul says concerning the nature of that flesh: “IFor
what the law could not do, in that it was weak
through the flesh, God sending Lis own Son in the
likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin
in the flesh; that the righteousness of the law might
be fulfilled in us, who wulk not after the flesh, but
after the Spirit.” Rom. 8:3, 4.

A little thought will b2 sufficient to shoy
body that if Christ took upon Himsell thgffikeness
of man, in order that He might rggffem man, it
must have been sinful man that He was mads like,
for it is sinful man that He came to redeem. Death
could have no power over a sinless man, as Adam
was in Eden; and it could not have had any power
over Christ, if the Lord had not laid on Him the in-
iquity of us all. Moreover, the fact that Christ
took upon Himself the flesh, not of a sinless being,
but of sinful man, that is, that the flesh which He
assumed had ail the weaknesscs and sinful tend-
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encies to which fallen human naturc is subject, is
shown by the statement that He ** was made of the
seed of David according to the ficshi” TDavid had
all the passions of human naturc. He savs of him-
scif, ** Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin
did my mother conceive me." Ps. 51:5.

The followinz statement in the book of Hebrews
is very clear on this point:—

“‘For verily He took not on Him the nature of angels; but
He took on Him the seed of Abrahanmi. [ *‘For verily not of
angels doth He take hold, but He taketh hold of the seed
of Abraham." Revised Version.] \Whereforz in all things it
behooved Him to be macdle like unto His brethren, that He
might be a mercifuljand faithful high priestin things pertain-
ing to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people.
For in that He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is
able to succor them that are tempted.”” Heb. 2:16-18.

If He was made in all things like unto His breth-
ren, then He must have suffered all the infirmities,
and been subject to all the temptations, of His breth-
ren. Two more texts that put this matter very
forcibly will be sufficient evidence on this point.
We first quote 2 Cor. §5:21:—

“For He [God] hath made Him [Christ] to be sin for us,
wh ew no sin; that we might be ma-le the righteousness
od in Him."

This is much stronger than the statement that He
was made “in the likeness of sinful flesh.” He
was miade to bc sin. Here is the same mystery as
that the Son of God should die.

One more point, and then we can learn the entire
lesson that we should learn from the fact that “the
Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us.” How
was it that Christ could be thus ‘‘compassed wit
infirmity" (Heb. 5:2), and still know no sin?
may have thought, while readinz thus fa
were depreciating the character of
ing him down to_the level of sinful ‘'man. On the
contrary, we are simply exalting the *' Divine power”
of our blessed Saviour, who Himself voluntarily de-

scended to the level of sinful man, in order that He
mig ht exalt man to His own spotless purity, which
He retained under the most adverse circumstances.
His humanity only veiled His Divine nature, by
which He was inseparably connected with the in-
visible God, and which was more than able success-
fully to resist the weaknesses of the flesh. There
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was in His whole life a struggle. The flesh, moved
upon by the enemy of all righteousness, would tend
to sin, yet His Divine nature never for a moment
harbored an evil desire, nor did His Divine power
for a moment waver. Having suffered in the flesh
all that men can possibly suffer, He returned to the
throne of the Father as spotless as when He left
the courts of glory. When He lay in the tomb,
under the power of death, “it was impossible that
He should be holden of it,” because He “knew no
sin.”

But someonc will say, “I don't see any comfort
in this for me. To be sure, I have an example, but
I can't follow it, for I haven't the power that Christ
had. He was God even while here on earth; I am
but a man." Yes, but you may have the same
power that He had if you want it. He was ““com-
passed with infirmity,” yet He * did no sin,” because
of the Divine power constantly dwelling within Him.
Now listen to the inspired words of the apostle Paul,
and learn what it is our privilege to have:—

‘‘For this cause | bow my knees unto the Father of our
Lord Jesus Christ, of whom the whole family in heaven and
earth is named, that He would grant you, according to the
riches of His glory, to bestrengthened with might by His
Spirit in the inner man; that Ch»ist may dwell in your hearis
by faith; that ye, being rooted and grounded in love, may be
able to comprehend with all saints what is the breadth, and
length, and depth, and height; and to know the love of
Christ, which passeth knowledge, that ye mught be filled
with all the fullness of God."" Eph. 3:14-19.

Who could ask for more? Christ, in whom

Elder Milian Lauritz Andreasen (1876-1962) was a man of God who loved the histori
beliefs of Seventhday Adventists. He dedicated his life to this work and over the ye
served In the Seventh-day Adventist Church as a pastor, public evangelist, and coll _
teacher, dean and president. In later years he was appointed fo the position of Field
Secretary of the General Conference, which post be held for nine years. He was selected
as the man to teach the first courses in what was to become the Seventh-day Adventist
Theological Seminary. It was recognized that be was the one qualified to begin this new
project. After retirement be continued in very active preaching and writing work for many
years thereafter.

Elder Andreasen combined the qualities of a teacher, theologian, administrator and
evangelist. With these was added an unshakabie confidence in historic Adventism, the
Spirit of Prophecy, and the personal conviction that he must always stand true to what he
