The Golden Chain

For these reasons Ellen White exclaims: “The hu-
manity of the Son of God is everything to us. It is the
golden chain that binds our souls to Christ, and through
Christ to God. This is to be our study. Christ was a
real man.”"—Ibid., p. 244.

The song above all songs that will be sung forever is
that Jesus did not take flesh but became flesh, taking “our
sinful nature, that He might know how to succor those
that are tempted.”—Medical Ministry, p. 181. He took
“upon Himself man’s nature in its fallen condition”
yet in no way, “not in the least” did he “participate in
its sin” (The SDA Bible Commentary, Ellen G, White
Comments, ot John 1:14, p. 1131). Indeed, though beset

fallen, sinful nature, our Lord remained sinless.

The miracle 1s not that He could be so tremendously
tempted—that, every man could understand; the miracle
is that He could so tremendously resist. Jesus allowed
Himself to descend as low into humanity’s weakness as
any other man has had to enter life; He took everything
that evil men and Satan could throw at Him; yet He
did not flinch, even when every other human being
forsook Him. Using the resources of faith in the Father
of all humanity, employing no advantage that is un-
available to every other child of humanity, our Lord
Jesus sinned not; not in the slightest did He bend and
thus develop even a propensity to sin.

With happy bells ringing the gospel of cheer,

We thrill with the challenge of this great new year!

The majest)? of Jesus is demeaned when we lessen His
real victory as the Sinless One by making it appear that
He did not fully descend to the level of our sinful, fallen
nature when He became man. If He did not fully descend,
Satan would have cried, “Foul,” and nothing in the name
of justice would have been accomplished.

However, since Jesus proved His point and did what
Satan said fallen man could not do, Satan’s only defense
has been to play down what Jesus really did. To nullify
the plan of salvation, all Satan has to do is to obscure
the truth about the Incarnation by separating two essen-
tial elements: (1) Jesus lived a sinless life in (2) man’s
sinful, fallen nature.

One of the mysteries of iniquity is the successful out-
cropping of Satan’s malice in traditional Christian
thought. For example, in order to vitiate the victory of
Jesus, many attempts have arisen to explain that Jesus
did not deteat Satan in man’s sinful, fallen, degenerate,
hereditary nature but in some other sphere with only
a physical appearance like other men. This error is the
foundation of the Roman Catholic doctrine of the Im-
maculate Conception whereby to ensure the perfect,
sinless nature of Jesus He is said to have been born of
a perfect, sinless mother. But the same subtle and
perverse doctrine lies under other explanations such as
“Jesus took the sinless nature of the first Adam,” or He
“vicariously bore man’s weaknesses.”

No, fellow child of humanity, the wonder of wonders
1s that Jesus took life as we all must take it. And He lived
life as we must live it. He “came in human form to show
the inhabitants of the unfallen worlds and of the fallen

For these reasons, "the seven churches" are doubtless to be understood to
mean not merely the seven literal churches of Asia which went by the names
mentioned, but seven periods of the Christian church, from the days of the
apostles to the close of probation. (See on chapter 2, verse 1.)

The Source of Blessing. - "From him which is, and which was, and which is to
come," or is to be, - an expression which signifies complete eternity, past and
future, and can be applicable to God the Father only. This language, we believe,
is never applied to Christ. He is spoken of as another person, in distinction from
the being thus described.

The Seven Spirits. - This expression probably has no reference to angels, but
to the Spirit of God. It is one of the sources from which grace and peace are
invoked for the church. On the interesting subject of the seven spirits, Thompson
remarks: "That is, from the Holy Spirit, denominated 'the seven spirits,' because
