Matthew 26:17-30; Mark 14:12-26; Luke 22:7-20; John 13:1-17

All over Jerusalem, people were getting ready to
eat the Passover dinner. This special meal helped
them remember when God helped the Israelites
escape from Egypt. Jesus and His friends were
going fo eat this special meal, too.

When Jesus and his friends came into the house
where they would eat, their feet were dirty and
dusty. Jesus poured water into a bowl. He began
to wash His friends’ feet.
