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PREFACE

The system of traditional education in Ukraine
and as well as in the whole world has outlived
its usefulness and is dead now. What we are wit-
nessing now can be called a mockery at the psy-
che, psycho-emotional system and mental activ-
ity of young people. Moreover, some universities
are now the main enemies of civilization for a
very simple reason that they are engaged in the
greatest crime that society can commit against
a person - stealing the most valuable resource
called time.

So, let’s take a closer look at how exactly a per-
son is harmed during their stay in an education-
al institution. We will also talk about «breaking»
a personality which occurs at the beginning of
a person’s life by determining a person’s cultur-
al identity and perception of the world around
them.
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ABOUT THE FORMATION OF
PERSONALITY AND THE CAUSES OF
PSYCHOLOGICAL TRAUMA

FAMILY. FOSTER
AND SURROGATE PARENTS

* Who are the real parents?

First in a person’s life there are parents who are
often still children themselves, not «worked out» or
«pumped up.» People brought up during the Soviet
time do not know what to pass on to their children
and how to raise them. Of course, there is the statistics
on how many couples have consciously approached
the issue of conceiving a child but it will upset every-
one. Most children are born as a result of an unwanted
pregnancy or are desired by one parent only. Do you
know why so many children are born in September?
Why does the birth rate increase 9 months after the
holidays? What parents’ health conditions can we as-
sume at the time of conception? Now let’s imagine the
atmosphere in couples where a child is not needed.
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Experts claim that everything - good or bad - is
learned within the period from conception up to the
age of 4. In fact, it is true. Not from birth, but from
conception up to the age of 4. The fact is that by
the age of four, a child gets many times repeated of
who he or she is and what he or she is worth — from
the parents’ point of view. It's no secret that a child
perceives and records all the information that exists
around their mother still in the womb. Now imagine
what happens when a child hears parents talking
about how he or she came to the world «at the wrong
time,» «<not needed» or about the need for an abor-
tion, i.e,, killing him or her. It is completely enough to
saturate the child’s subconsciousness with the image
of themselves programmed by their parents.

Over time, parents give away their dear child to
complete strangers who take the child to a kindergar-
ten or nursery. It is well known that if strangers spend
most of their time with a child, then these strangers
turn out to be the mental parents, and the real par-
ents turn into surrogate ones. Do we ever think about
how much time we spend with our children when we
work? Two, three or one hour a day? And how many
hours do caregivers work - 8-10 hours?.
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That’s why we urge today’s young parents to
break this cycle and sow the seeds of health, self-
worth and purposefulness by raising the next gener-
ations on their own or with professional help.

So let us no longer follow the call of our genet-
ic implants that impose a «consumption obsession.»
Let's admit the obvious, let's keep our children’s
minds free of the programming that has led to the
current crisis and provide them with something that
will help them to be filled and grow.

KINDERGARTEN OR TEMPORARY
DETENTION CAMP

This is a place where children are «gifted» with
even greater psychological trauma. Why does it hap-
pen? It's because kindergarten teachers and later
school teachers and university professors hate peo-
ple they work with in 80% of cases. They are mostly
not professional and self-respecting people because
they exchange their work and life time for a penny.
Teachers’salaries do not exceed $300-500 and there-
fore they cannot meet the needs of an individual.

In most cases, people who failed to enter uni-
versities to study more prestigious specialties such
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as medicine, law, etc., become teachers. After grad-
uation, they were unable to find a job in any oth-
er more profitable field and were forced to work
in their specialty for meager salaries. We all know
and remember with great pride those few teachers
for whom their work was their vocation. The num-
ber of teachers with a vocation generally does not
allow us to meet individual development needs.
A general model of behavior imposed is aimed at
the only thing: to calm a child, to prevent his or her
impulses to creativity as a manifestation of oneself.
This results in transformation of children into an
obedient herd with every child being a member of
it. I'm not even talking about all the possible abuse
by educators such as public humiliation in front of
all children which is often embedded in everyone’s
memory. Over time, it turns into psychological
trauma which will take a long time and cost a lot of
money to cure. They block a person’s desire to be
a leader, to realize themselves, to be open to the
world, to realize their purpose, prevent them from
revealing the power and beauty of their individual-
ity, the desire to trust, respect and, as a result, the
desire to love.
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What should be done? Itis the norm forawoman
or a man, separately or together, to raise their child
either by hiring professional individual nannies or by
sending their child to exclusive kindergartens with
an individual approach. You probably have questions
about money? We have already touched upon the
issue of parents’ maturity and awareness while plan-
ning a child. After all, life requires responsibility.

SECONDARY SCHOOL

We are moving on to secondary school. Here,
we start to observe how the system of memorizing
knowledge begins to «knock out» of a person all cre-
ativity and forces them to spend the most expensive
resource of their lives on memorizing completely
useless information.

What is the school system in general? It is a set of
four to six lessons a day, with completely different fo-
cus and this pattern is repeated daily. For example, a
child in a math class tries to focus, makes some effort
to learn how to solve a problem, and at that moment
the bell rings signaling the beginning of a break and
the start of the next lesson of a different focus such
as physical education or biology. Thus, during a day,
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a child tries to focus on one subject, however as a re-
sult the child does not learn any information. So, isn't
it better for a child to study Math on Mondays and
Biology on Tuesdays?

The average number of subjects at school is 12.
Not every child can succeed in all 12 subjects. It's a
shame that both parents and teachers demand a
child’s success based on grades rather than under-
standing and interest.

For example, we all have studied foreign lan-
guages at school. If you ask those between the age
of 35 to 50 how many of them know their friends
and classmates who would know a foreign language
without any additional studying? This demonstrates
the inferiority of the educational program of the So-
viet and post-Soviet schools. (How can you learn a
language when it is not your favorite one but com-
pulsory or necessary?)

Currently, there are studies that show that a con-
ventional 10-year school curriculum can be effective-
ly «downloaded» into a developing child’s head in
less than a year.

Thus, we have a completely «torn» psyche of a
child who is trying to learn something and begin to
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shape their life and worldview. The human subcon-
sciousness realizes that it’s being taught some use-
less things but there is no other way out. As a result, a
child has spent 12 years at school not only in vain but
even in the red.

In most schools there are no subjects that de-
scribe and provide basic knowledge for young peo-
ple. There are no subjects on mental and physical
health. There are no subjects on financial literacy and
money-making skills. There are no courses on com-
munication with the opposite sex and on building a
happy family. There are no approaches to studying
the possible vocation of each individual and the im-
portance of finding this vocation, as well as subjects
on survival in hard conditions. In general, there are
no subjects that are simply necessary today for both
adults and children.

To summarize everything mentioned above
about secondary school, the following can be said:
a child loves nature - they are locked within four
walls; they cannot sit still - they are forced to sit still;
they love doing things with their hands - they are
taught different theories and ideas; they love talking
and communicating - they are told to be silent; they
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want to understand - they are forced to learn by
heart; they want to explore and seek knowledge on
their own - they are given it ready-made. Children
learn what they would never have learned otherwise
- to lie and pretend. This is how the Swiss educator
Adolphe Ferrier described the education system in
the early twentieth century. Unfortunately, the situa-
tion in the global world has not changed dramatical-
ly at the moment. We can only add that most schools
form internal hierarchies built on semi-criminal
post-Soviet foundations such as bullying, the basics
of snitching, etc.

What should be done? First of all, switch to dis-
tance learning, hire individual tutors for fundamental
knowledge or send your child to a school that profess-
es important life values, with a class size of no more
than 8-10 students and individual programs for the
development of each person. Of course, sports clubs
or individual sports are an essential part of the edu-
cational process and communication for teenagers.
What about money again?

In the meantime, let’s move on to the next stage
of personality development — high education.
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UNIVERSITY

The entire education system in Ukraine is based
on memorizing information though such system is
not effective for studying. However, with the advent
of the artificial intelligence era which solves most of
the problems associated with human use in life, it
is also becoming disruptive to the young people’s
lives. We understand that in the near future most le-
gal, economic, IT and other specialties will become
out of demand. For example, the free version of GPT
website can write programs independently, analyze
legislation and provide optimal solutions, and there
are programs that can perform accounting in the ab-
sence of an accountant.

Currently, we face the situation in which peo-
ple spend 4 years of their most valuable resource for
learning theoretical information from the last cen-
tury without gaining practical experience. The most
important thing is that university «concretizes» the
ineffective education of kindergarten and school and
turns a person into an individual incapable of trans-
formation and adaptation. After graduation, they can
only rely on the meager salary of a dilettante who is
not adapted to the realities of business.
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ABOUT KNOWLEDGE
AND WHO PROVIDES IT

Textbooks and manuals used to teach economic
subjects were written more than 30 years ago. Univer-
sities change their signs, specialties and departments
while slowly changing their programs, approach-
es and professors. It is not surprising that in most
Ukrainian universities the subject «Entrepreneurship»
is taught by former professors of political economy
or business economics. This refers not only to eco-
nomics but also to most educational fields. Current-
ly, Ukrainian universities are experiencing an acute
shortage of practitioners as a minimal number of pro-
fessors have practical experience in what they teach.

PERIOD OF STUDY

The period of study for bachelor’s and master’s
programs is too long but the legislation does not al-
low for its shortening.

DEVELOPMENT

The university is not sufficiently involved in shap-
ing the transformation of the individual although it is
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written in the first lines of the charters of almost all
universities.

EXPERIENCE

Universities do not provide work experience.
Nowadays, employers «buy» a specialist with work
experience only. The system of practical training
in the universities we know does not provide full-
fledged practice and cannot be called work experi-
ence. The form of internships that currently exists in
universities is formal and in 90 percent of cases is just
a piece of paper begged by a student from any com-
pany that has a legal stamp.

GUARANTEES

No university, no educational institution can
guarantee employment or monetization of knowl-
edge of people who are consumers of educational
services. Not only does it not give guarantees, but it
does not actually participate in employment.

THE WAY OUT OF THE MATRIX

First of all, we need to discover and accept
the definition of new education. New education is
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about bypassing critical thinking and creating new
thinking, a new way of thinking. The whole essence
of the new education should consist of replac-
ing harmful old programs with useful guaranteed
working programs that optimize the basic actions
of an individual.

What can a university do in this case? A univer-
sity can turn its face to people who want to acquire
skills for life in society, for earning money and self-im-
provement.



CRUCIAL COMPONENTS OF INDIVIDUAL
LIFE REALIZATION

Now let’s focus on four important components of
personal realization in life:

« Physical and mental health;

* Ability to make a profit;

* Relationships between men and women;
* Vocation.

PHYSICAL AND MENTAL HEALTH

There is an opinion that a person is a biorobot that lives
in accordance with the programs installed, and the
quality and duration of the body’s existence depends
on those who install them and what programs they are.

What kind of skills are we talking about? These

are the skills of how to be healthy, how to take care of

yourself, your body, how to restore yourself and your
body.
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o PHYSICAL HEALTH

There is a distinction between physical and
mental health. Physical health is what we eat and how
we develop our bodies (i.e. physical culture). Modern
food contains GMOs, flavoring and food supplements,
etc. Therefore, as a result of such consumption,
there is a constant body poisoning which, in turn,
is «treated» with other chemical compounds from
the pharmaceutical industry. There is conventional
medicine between food and pharmaceuticals, which
has no interest in the body health and has created the
disease industry.

The development of medicine around the world
is accompanied by an increase in diseases and the
emergence of new types of human pathologies which
may indicate its ineffectiveness. Medicine has been
reduced to the absolute dominance of pharmaceutical
productionoverhumanity.Medicaland pharmaceutical
industries are among the top five leaders in terms of
profitability. A logical question arises: which of them is
interested in a healthy person? Therefore, people have
to solve the problem of their own health on their own.

Natural (ecological) medicine is the only effective
tool. Ecological medicine combines humans with the
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ecosystem and uses natural medicines to prevent and
treat diseases. The proper balanced nutrition is the
best disease prevention. Options for detoxification
and proper nutrition are readily available. We can
solve most of our health problems by detoxing the
body and setting up a proper diet.

Fasting is a natural detoxification (of course, after
consulting a specialist). Proper nutrition means, first of
all, access to natural products, the prevalence of raw
fruit and vegetables over thermally processed food
and the use of individually necessary micronutrients,
vitamins and biologically active substances.

Oneofthe treatment typesin ecological medicine
is detoxification of the body, a smooth entering into
a two- to three-week fasting and the use of freshly
squeezed juices and herbal teas.

If we have decided on the content of the body, the
next step is its shape and maintenance. Depending on
individual characteristics, everybody needs physical
exercise, i.e. a culture of body care (absence of body
contact with unnatural cosmetic elements) and a
culture of developing and maintaining the shape of
the body and its organs (regular physical training in
individually selected sports).
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» MENTAL HEALTH
Most diseases are psychosomatic in nature,
meaning that they originate in our subconsciousness
(soul, thoughts, etc) and get symptomatic in the
body. Accordingly, mental health is the basis of health
and diseases are malicious programs (psychological
traumas, blocks, other people’s attitudes, etc.).

Subconscious

In the illustration, you can see that consciousness
is a shell that surrounds the subconscious.

Thus, in fact consciousness protects the
subconscious from the world around it.

Consciousness is an analytical, rational part of
your mind. It is the thinking part of the brain that
forms judgments. Rationality is a very important part

of thinking in this model. It is human nature to look for
a reason for everything. Our ability to rationalize our
actions is what allows us to continue to remain sane.
The consciousness includes not only the rational mind
but also willpower. How many times have you tried to
change your habits by applying willpower? And the
first key that explains why willpower cannot lead to
internal change is the following: because it is not a
part of our inner mind! There is a saying: «When the
will and imagination meet, imagination wins.» This is
because imagination is a part of the more powerful
inner mind and willpower is only a part of the weaker
consciousness.

The next important component of consciousness
is a short-term memory. It is very weak compared to
the power of subconsciousness and limited. However,
it is here that the key to internal change is hidden.

Now let’s take a look at our subconscious
mind. The subconscious mind is the most powerful
assistant in achieving goals known to mankind. The
subconscious mind cannot be subjected to any kind of
suggestion. Judgment is a function of consciousness.
The subconscious mind, like a fertile plot of land, will
grow everything that is planted on it.
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The subconscious is home to imagination.
However, imagination is more than just creativity.
Imagination is also our ability to perceive the world
around us. Everyone has their own perception of the
world. Emotions are all around us, good and bad. The
subconscious mind is the feeling mind. Emotions have
a great impact on our health. Consumer behavior
experts know that people crave consumption when
they feel empty inside. What else do you need to
know about the subconscious mind? It protects us.
It protects us from dangers - real or imagined. This is
where phobias come from: the subconscious protects
us even from non-existent dangers.

Critical thinking is the most important tool in the
arsenal of consciousness. It lives in the conscious mind
but receives instructions from the subconscious. The
critical capacity exists to protect the subconscious
mind which is vulnerable by nature. Treatment involves
working with the conscious and subconscious minds
eliminating harmful programs and integrating new,
useful ones. Despite the development of psychiatry
and psychology, the effectiveness of their work, in our
opinion, is rather low. Psychiatrists treat (in fact, cripple)
patients with brutality and medication. Recovery rates
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are subjectto error.With psychologists, the picture looks
better but as well as traditional doctors a psychologist
is not interested in curing a patient. They can identify
the problem with a high probability but they do not
have an effective tool to remove the trauma. That's
why patients spend years in counseling and therapy,
but the only positive thing that happens to them is
the realization that they are sick (smiley face). The only
effective tool is to eliminate the psychological trauma
in the subconscious and prescribe a new program in
which the best version of the personality gets a new
beneficial setup. Nowadays, we clearly understand that
there is a real possibility to cure incurable (in traditional
medicine) diseases such as cancer.The basis of recovery
is found not in pharmacy and medicine, but in work
with the subconsciousness.

Such specialists have always existed and will
continue to exist. There is no need to be afraid to
say that the only means to treat «incurable» diseases
and reprogram human destructive programs are
subconscious therapy and the use of teacher-plants.
This is the future and the only way to help humanity.

Given that this knowledge is not taught at school
and that parents in families do not pay due attention to
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this aspect we understand the need for it. Therefore, we
believe that it is at university that a person will be able
to devote a certain amount of time to understanding
themselves and what their physical and mental health
consists of. It is university that can hire those specialists
who, in a very clear and accessible form and with
practice, will help a person find themselves in the form
of their healthy body and healthy mind. This necessary
knowledge will help to further develop oneself as a
person and master the chosen educational program.

ABILITY TO MAKE A PROFIT

The next equally important component is the
ability to sell. Our life is a series of transactions. We
sell every minute, every moment. In this world, we
sell ourselves in relationships, sell our time when
we work, sell our opinions when we argue, sell our
talents, and so on. The ability to make money and
do business is, first and foremost, the ability to sell.
Being a good salesperson means being successful in
all areas of life.

In our society, there is still a misconception that
a seller is a speculator and a huckster or a market
bargainer. Ask a business owner: how much is he or
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she willing to pay someone who can guarantee to sell
his or her ordinary goods? Sales are the only engine
of business. Regardless of its orientation, a university
should replace the old attitude that a salesperson
is a bad person with a new one: a salesperson is a
successful person and, of course, teach the basics of
sales. Only a small number of coaches teach real sales
skills for a lot of money.

Sales is exactly what allows a person to acquire the
skills and knowledge necessary for their own develop-
ment and the development of their environment.

RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN
MEN AND WOMEN

It is widely believed that we are designed by
the creator to achieve harmony in relationships
with the opposite sex and to find love, trust,
respect, create a family and procreate. The situation
in the world and in Ukraine in particular shows that
modern people do not have these skills and this
ability. The problems is found in the domain of the
same malicious programs and attitudes as well as in
the lack of participation of parents, educators and
teachers in this process. In 95% of cases of married
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couples, father and mother devote a lot of time to
developing their careers and few devote time to
real life values and the importance of family for any
person. Completely forgetting that their children
will become adults and when they enter society,
they simply need the knowledge and skills to build
relationships with the opposite sex.

Young people have become the hostage to a
situation where sexual education is not a formal subject
and not even in all schools, parents do not provide
information to their children in 70% of cases and
society promotes sexual freedom, pornography, etc.
We're not puritans or prudes, we just want to say that
pornography and values that promote sexual freedom
and promiscuity are a pretty successful business. It's
good that we have nothing to do with it. Religion also
stays away from the educational process declaring only
prohibitions.In addition, these processes are influenced
by malware and installations aimed at one thing only -
taking money. That is why we believe that one of the
four important components of human life fulfillment
in which a university should participate is to help a
person define building harmonious relationships with
the opposite sex as the goal of life.
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VOCATION

The Creator gives each person a vocation at the
moment of birth. A vocation is a basic program
installed by the Creator in a person.

Identifying a vocation and following it means
happiness and harmony for a person. It is one of the
main transformations in a person’s life. Finding one’s
vocation is the quintessence of a person’s life quest.
Everyone is able to determine their vocation on their
own by opening their subconsciousness. In childhood,
most parents program mistakenly their children
for specialties and professions that they believe will
provide them with the most income.

The career guidance activities done by
educational institutions designed to help people
decide on their future profession do not have the
desired effect because they work with the human
mind. The university is at the top of this pyramid of
inactivity, limiting itself to the possibility of technical
transfer from one specialty to another. A set of
marketable majors in most universities does not allow
a person to make a conscious choice of what he or she
really wants to do in their life.
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Most people under 30 are not always able to
understand the importance of a vocation because
they confuse it with their profession and specialty.
Universities are obliged to draw students’ attention
to the fact that by doing what they are called to
do a person finds daily happiness and, as a result,
money. Working outside of one’s vocation can bring
high income but it will never bring satisfaction. By
following one’s vocation, one is able to fully reveal
oneself as a person, to be useful to oneself and others,
and to see an improved version of oneself. In our
opinion, the search and definition of one’s vocation
should be approached through the first three stages
described above. Only when a person learns and puts
into practice taking care of his or her physical body
and improving mentally, when he or she masters the
art of sales and can make money in any business,
when he or she can build harmonious relationships
with the opposite sex, then he or she can approach
the definition of their vocation. It has to follow this
sequence.

Unfortunately, no university in Ukraine cares
about helping people decide and follow their
vocation. Skeptics may say that it can take a long time
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for a person to overcome such a path, but we strongly
believe that it is absolutely possible for any person
to come to the definition of their vocation while at
university.

ADDITIONAL FEATURES
 GUARANTEES

We are not aware of any examples of educational
institutions that guarantee the quality of educational
services and employment. Universities are obliged to
ensure the fulfillment of their obligations under the
contract for the provision of educational services and
to guarantee that the services provided will allow you
to start your own business or find a job. Otherwise,
the guarantor must return all or a part of the funds.

« EXPERIENCE

A university can offer long-term internships with
real cases in real companies interested in students as
future employees or employ a graduate.

University students will have an internship from
the first year of study at any time during the academic
period. Practice is work for money. The sooner a
student starts practicing and making mistakes they
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will learn from, the more experienced they will
become every year. It means that they will gain their
own unique experience that they will graduate from
university with.

* (OMPLIANCE WITH THE LAW

One of the problems is that the accredited
program contains a list of subjects regulated by law.
For this reason, unfortunately, we cannot include the
basic principles of the new education (health, money-
making skills, building relationships with the opposite
sex, determining a vocation) in the program. So, we
have to combine formal and non-formal education
where non-formal education will ultimately be more
important than traditional education.

HISTORY OF THE UNIVERSITY (1993-2023)

Alfred Nobel University (Dnipro) is a private
high education institution. It was founded in 1993 as
Dnipro Academy of Management, Business and Law
but in a few years, it grew to the status of a university.
In 2010, the university was named after Alfred Nobel
for its significant contribution to the spread of the
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Nobel movement and active work in the development
of education.

The founder of the education institution is
a Ukrainian public activist, Doctor of Economics,
Professor Borys Kholod (03.01.1941-02.11.2021).

The purpose of the university was to provide
modern students with new knowledge that
corresponds to the fundamental changes taking
place in the world in the 21st century. That is why
innovations have been a part of all the processes of
Alfred Nobel University throughout all the years of its
activity.

This unique monument was made by the
specialists of the State Enterprise YUZHMASH mainly
from the materials of utilized strategic missiles as a
symbol of the contribution of Ukrainian people to
nuclear disarmament on our planet and at the same
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time as a symbol of the power of Ukraine, the world
leader in the space industry.

RECENT HISTORY
OF THE UNIVERSITY

(The way out of the matrix)

In 2022, Serhii Kholod became the owner
and rector of the university. Changes started. The
formation of the team started. It began with a full audit
of the university and a change in the organizational
structure, transforming the existing cumbersome
structure with direct reporting to the rector of 28 areas
into a capacious and efficient business organization.
The charter was amended and shortened and the
mission was clarified. The collective agreement was
revised. The departments funded by the university
were reduced and their work can be outsourced. The
top management team was replaced by 90% and
switched to KPIs which proves to be effective. People
who are qualified and participate in sharing profits
are more willing to take on obligations and fulfill
them.Thus, after a two-year quarantine, the university
turned from unprofitable to profitable in wartime,
and we started to build its future.
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The team was joined by a financial director
for business structures, and the formation of the
university’s financial plan began. Analyzing pricing,
we found out that some areas were not profitable.

The Vice-Rector for Education Quality joined
the team and after auditing the classroom fund and
identifying the needs of the educational process
(then online and taking into account blended
learning in 2023), it was decided to use the available
funds effectively. The portfolio of specialties was
reduced, removing unnecessary specialties with
incomprehensible names such as political science,
business economics (we believe that there is no politics
in Ukraine, but only political technology with business
economics, we think that everyone understands this).
Each area should generate income. One of the main
ones is the IBS business school. It was decided to invite
partners and an «advanced» business manager. The
school received new staff, a financial plan, a strategy,
rebranding and, as a result, new enrollment at new
prices and for new study programs, launching the
transformation of one of its main structures.

The team has also been joined by the Vice-Rector
for International and Scientific Activities whose
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responsibilities include developing the strategy for
fundraising, grant work and generating new products
and programs.

A series of strategic sessions were held with the
leading Ukrainian consultants, which identified the
main problems and proposed development options.
We are currently solving the task of creating the HR
service to solve the main problem - with whom we
will implement further changes. We are optimizing
the portfolio of specialties, namely, eliminating and
merging them to make room for new areas and
specialties, in particular in 2024, we are opening a
technical specialty.

We believe that space and everything related to it
are the main industry driving progress. Therefore, the
university is going to focus its activities and strategy
towards the subject of space and its exploration. We
are to become the only university in Ukraine and
possibly in Europe that will begin to train specialists
in designing the future in space and project
management in space.

Those who realize the relevance before others
will be years ahead of everyone else. The planet has
no other development but to look to the future and
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explore space. Think about it, what could be more
relevant for the development of a young person in
the future than learning about the future?

What are we going to teach in the space industry?

PROSPECTS

At the university, we face the fact that the level
of applicants is diverse and depends on a particular
school or lyceum. We also understand that the level
of development of a primary school student depends
on preschool education. To create a more effective
educational process in general, we are planning to
create a development club for children aged 3 to
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17 together with qualified partners (whom we are
looking for, by the way). In the club, children will
master the general educational program however will
form their personalities in accordance with the values
and guidelines declared in the university manifesto.
Naturally, the members of this club will grow up to
become potential university students. Accordingly,
a child from the age of 3 will have the opportunity
to maintain the necessary level of development and
gain useful knowledge throughout his or her youth,
including university years.

We are going to be first in Ukraine to graduate a
bachelor’s degree in 3 years instead of 4. Actually, it’s
going to be legal and expensive. However, every year,
life is getting much more expensive and important
than the cost of education.

Changes in our lives take place very quickly.
Artificial intelligence accelerates everything many
times over. We already realize that most of specialties
and professions will disappear not in 5-10 years but
tomorrow. It is already tomorrow. We see the need
to give people who treat changes adequately the
opportunity to acquire a demanded and respected
labour profession such as an electrician, plumber, etc.,
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instead of being outside with a useless economics
degree or waiting in line at the employment center,
or asking for a bow! of soup for beggars. To do this,
we are planning to create a modern vocational school
where adequate young people understand that with
their hands and knowledge, if used correctly, they
can earn more today than working as a clerk in a
large office or serving bank customers, or working as
a manager in a million obscure businesses and areas
that will soon disappear.

We do not strive to create an expensive bursa
but plan to provide quickly the necessary technical
knowledge and practical skills to future specialists and
meet the growing demand for blue-collar professions
in Ukraine and «sell» these specialists abroad by
validating future specialties in foreign colleges.
Naturally, the training will take place not in the frozen
buildings of panel schools but in equipped modern
classrooms, and the cost of such level of education
will be appropriate.

We will not be selling a “piece of paper” of a
plumber but will offer a guaranteed income after
graduation and internship that is not only higher
than an average in Ukraine but at least twice as

high as the average salary in banks and offices. |
hope you've noticed how difficult it is to find a good
electrician nowadays, or maybe you have wondered
what their monthly income is? And then you want
young people to go to universities and get a degree
in economics, law, construction, engineering,
teaching, sociology and after 5 years of work earn
as much as a good electrician or plumber after six
months of practice?

We also intend to implement a number of
development projects related to the university
infrastructure. We are developing the business school
and will open a representative office of the University
and business school in Kyiv, thus becoming an all-
Ukrainian high education institution. We have far-
reaching plans to become a world leader. To realize
this idea, we need to develop an online technology
that will differ from the usual and widespread distance
learning in Ukraine.

In fact, all of the above is aimed at serving one
important goal: developing the ability to respect
oneself, trust the world and love. In our opinion,
these are the main constituents that allow a person
to coexist harmoniously with the surrounding society.
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The pillars the education of a young person
at Alfred Nobel University is based on are already
being implemented. Programs are being developed
for courses on physical and mental health, income
generation, establishing relationships between men
and women and finding a vocation.
