e Ist Category. A — 7-8 years old (inclusive); B — 9-10 years old (inclusive), two rounds;
o I Category. A — 11-12 years old (inclusive); B — 13-14 years old (inclusive), two rounds;
e [II Category. A — 15-16 years old (inclusive); B — 17-19 years old (inclusive), two rounds;

Viola

e Category — Up to 20 years old (inclusive), two rounds.

Each contestant at the request and under the application has the right to enter into an older age
category.

Laureates of the First,Second and Third Competitions can take part in the competition in the
next age category.

An application for the competition must be submitted no later then 27.04.2026, electronically only at

e Completed application with proposed program has to be certified by the applicant’s music
school administration;

A copy of the applicant’s passport or birth certificate for proof of age;

At least one color photograph (preferably in digital format with a resolution of 300dpi);

A brief biography of the applicant (Word);

a copy of pay commission ( a receipt) of registration deposit fee;

I round in all nominations and categories will be based on a video that the contestants post on
YouTube (the recording must be made no earlier than December 1, 2025).

The video of the first round must be posted on YouTube no later than April 27, 2026. The link to the
video should be sent by April 27, 2026 to the e-mail of the contest: lvivskyyvirtuoz@gmail.com.
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The results of the I round of the competition will be announced on May 10 on the website of LKSML
and in the competition group on the Facebook portal.

The II round will take place in LKSML from 01 to 04 October 2026 according to the results of the
first round.

In the event of a deterioration in the security situation, the competition
organization will transfer the participation of the participants of the 2nd round

from Europe to online stream/

. Requirements for video materials.

The recording must be of good quality, on acoustic instruments and meet the following requirements:

- video from concerts or face-to-face competitions is not allowed;

- recording is made on a stationary camera in the natural acoustics of the hall or other premises;

- the instrument, face and hands of the performer must be clearly visible on the recording;

- it is not allowed to stop the video camera during the performance, a break in the recording between

works;

- signs of computer processing of recording, gluing of fragments of the work, voice-over, sound

overlay and other sound processing are not allowed,

- Be sure to sign the name and surname (country) of the participant, the name of the competition,

year, age category, authors and the name of the works performed.

Videos that are incorrectly (not completely) signed will not be considered.

. Any changes for the program after sendingof the application are prohibited. The documents shall not

be returned. Incomplete application documents will result in the exclusion from the competition.
