*Parking available at the PGSA parking lot (off 18th Ave)\ 
 
PGYSA Rotary Soccer Fields (U9-13) 
4120 18th Avenue  
*Parking available at the CN Centre parking lot (18th Ave) 
          
**Note the PG Aquatic Centre and parking lot are closed for construction 
 

●​ First Aid is available at the PGSA fields. 
 

●​ If you have someone with mobility limitations, there will be a golf cart available for 
pickup at the gate. Please reach out to an information table for assistance.  
 

●​ Information tables will be located at both fields. They will have your team bag 
(U14+ at PGSA) (U9-13 at PGYSA), schedules, water, standings and a radio 
should you require assistance 

 
●​ Concessions will be available at both fields and pancakes will be sold Saturday 

and Sunday mornings at the PGYSA fields courtesy of D’Lanos Restaurant  
 

●​ No overnight camping at any of the city parking lots

Game Rules and Structures 

Northern Cup (Playdowns) Tournament Format 
Please refer to BC Soccer Provincial Playdown Rules for specific rules and regulations 
(attached separately) 
 
 

Two-team playdowns: 

-​ Consists of a two-game series with aggregate score across both games 
-​ If tied on aggregate a penalty shoot-out will occur immediately after Game 2 

Six-team playdowns: 

-​ Teams will play a round-robin game against each team in their pool 
-​ Winners of each pool will play the 2nd place team from the other pool and the 3rd 

place teams from each pool will play in cross-over matches 
-​  Winners of the 1st and 2nd team matches will play in the finals for 1st and 2nd place
