PERSONAL DATA PROTECTION
POLICY

1. General Provisions

This Personal Data Protection Policy
(hereinafter referred to as the "Policy") sets out
the principles, rules, and conditions for the
collection, processing, storage, and protection
of personal data of individuals who interact
with the RUSLAN SHOSTAK
FOUNDATION (hereinafter referred to as the
"Foundation"), including orphans and other
vulnerable categories.

The Policy has been developed in accordance
with the current legislation of Ukraine on
personal data protection, namely the Law of
Ukraine "On Personal Data Protection", as
well as taking into account international data
protection standards such as the “Convention
for the Protection of Individuals with regard to
Automatic Processing of Personal Data”, the
“UN Convention on the Rights of the Child”,
and Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 27
April 2016 "On the protection of natural
persons with regard to the processing of
personal data and on the free movement of
such data, and repealing Directive 95/46/EC
(General Data Protection Regulation)”.

The purpose of this Policy is to ensure
transparency in matters of personal data
processing, to guarantee the security and
confidentiality of information, and to protect
the rights and freedoms of individuals whose
data is processed by the Foundation.

2. Key Terms

natural person, including but not limited to
name, address, phone number, date of birth,
photograph, documents, etc.

Purpose Limitation — data is collected solely
for clearly defined and lawful purposes.

Data Minimization — only data that is
necessary to fulfill the Foundation’s purposes
is collected.

Accuracy and Relevance — data is kept
accurate and up to date.

Storage Limitation — data is stored no longer
than necessary for the purposes for which it
was collected.

Confidentiality and Security — appropriate
protection is ensured against unauthorized
access, loss, or disclosure.

4. Categories of Personal Data Collected by
the Foundation

The Foundation processes personal data of
various categories of individuals, including:

Donors, volunteers, and partners;

Beneficiaries (including orphans and

their legal guardians);

Employees and contractors;

Visitors to the Foundation’s website.
Special attention is given to protecting the data
of children and their legal representatives.

9. Protection of Personal Data
The Foundation applies a set of technical and
organizational measures aimed at:

Preventing unauthorized access;
Preventing accidental or unlawful
destruction, or alteration of data;

loss,

Ensuring control over employee access to
personal data databases.

Only authorized employees of the
organization, who have been granted
appropriate powers according to their job
descriptions or a separate order by the
management, have the right to collect personal
data.

Access to personal data is granted exclusively
to individuals who require it to fulfill their job
responsibilities and have been provided such
access in accordance with an internal directive.
All individuals with access to personal data are
required to sign a confidentiality and non-
disclosure agreement.

Personal data is stored in secure electronic
systems with restricted access or in paper form
in locked rooms/cabinets, accessible only to
authorized personnel. Protection of electronic
databases is ensured through authentication
tools, encryption, regular backups, and
antivirus protection.

The Foundation provides an online form on its
official website through which individuals can
report violations of the personal data
protection policy.

Any breaches of this Policy must be reviewed
