Abstract

The course “Age Appropriate Pedagogy” provides a general overview of age
factors in FL acquisition.

While studying the course attention is focused on attitude to teaching;
approaches toteaching; the qualities of a teacher which he/she should have when
working with different age groups of language learners; internal and external factors
in language teaching; the requirements to the organizing the syllabus for learners
competencies formation; the choice of classroom activities, considering the
peculiarities of learners.

The content of the discipline also covers a description of sensitive periods in
language development; it discusses pros and cons of Critical Period Hypothesis and
envisages the differences between first language acquisition main factors which
influence communicativelanguage learning in instructional setting of L2 acquisition;
concepts of “special educational needs” and ways to adapt teaching methods and
learning activities to the needs of children suffering from learning difficulties and
disabilities.
