Abstract

on various issues, using monolingual, bilingual and terminological dictionaries, etc. These goals are
achieved by integrating language knowledge and skills within the thematic and situational context
according to the students’ academic and professional spheres. The learning process is organized in the
way to promote the parallel and interconnected formation of students’ skills of using the language in
oral (speaking, listening) and written (reading, writing) formats.
